A settlement is a place where people live.

The location and growth of a settlement depends on its site and situation.

The site is the actual  location  where the settlement is built.

The situation is the place in relation to physical and human factors :

Water , dry sites , defensive position , sheltered position, near building materials,near sources of fuel , food supply....

The factors that influence the situation of a settlement today are different:
