Part A
Absolutism: Consolidation of power with the monarch, rise of state power and the decreased influence of nobility. Examples: Louis XIII, Louis XIV and Ivan the Terrible.
Parliamentarism: < Parliament: national legislative body, normally elected by popular vote. Its role is to pass legislation and keep a check on the activities of the government or executive. In the UK: Parliament is constituted by the House of Lords and the elected House of Commons.

Enlightened Absolutism: Same basic principle as above including rulers’ belief that they held the right to govern by birth and divine right, but rulers followed principles of rationality, religious toleration, freedom of speech and press and encouraged the arts and education. Examples: Holy Roman Emperor Joseph II 1765-1790, Frederick the Great of Prussia  1740-1786.
